Parking is available immediately adjacent to the Canada Games Pool, 

however, it is limited to 2 hours in duration on weekdays. There is no 

2-hour limit on evenings and weekends.  The Adjacent Fitness Center 

will be open during the Provincial Championships for member use.  

The City of Kamloops requests that parents and officials use the 

surrounding impark lots for all day parking and leave the 2-hour 

parking for those who will be coming and going during the day.  The 

cost of the TRU Impark lots is $3 per day (free evenings and 

weekends) and all are within 5-minute walk of the Canada Games 

Pool.
